ot so long ago, someone asked Deepak Chopra

to name several people, living or dead, who he

would most like to invite to a dinner party. If you

know anything about Deepak Chopra, you

wouldn’t be surprised that he named Buddha,
Martin Luther King Jr., Nelson Mandela and Mother Teresa.
The last invitee, however, is a real eyebrow raiser — George
W. Bush.

The first four would get Goa fish curry, but Chopra said
he would serve up for Bush a medium rare steak, Texas
style, along with a side of sage advice about compassion-
ate humanity and the world.

“Maybe something could rub off,” Chopra said in a re-
cent interview. “It’s a hope, but probably a false hope.”

Chopra, a world-renowned lecturer and a leader in the
field of mind-body medicine, will be the keynote speaker at
The Journey Mind, Body Soul Expo 2007. He will appear at
1 p.m. Sunday, September 9 at Lakeland Community Col-
lege in Kirtland, Ohio.

A prolific author, Chopra has produced more than 50
books and 100 audio, video and CD-ROM works which have
been translated into 35 languages. Over 20 million copies
have been sold around the world.

In 1999, Time Magazine named Chopra as one of the
top100 heroes and icons of the century, calling him the
“poet-prophet of alternative medicine.” In 1995, Toastmas-

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ters International chose him to receive its Top Five Out-
standing Speakers award.

In May, he released his latest novel, Buddha, a narra-
tive account of how Indian prince Siddhartha, at age 35,
found enlightenment and became Buddha, influencing civi-
lization throughout Asia.

Chopra recently agreed to share his thoughts about tran-
sitions, the theme of this issue of The Journey.

The American Heritage dictionary defines transition as
movement, passage or change from one position, state,
stage, subject or concept to another. Chopra’s view is much
more succinct, if not thought provoking.

“I don’t use those words,” Chopra says. “I talk of quan-
tum creativity.”

Chopra’s view of quantum creativity includes polar-op-
posite occurrences, like contradictions or paradoxes, which
help create a state of uncertainty, often a strong underlying
factor in many transitions.

“Quantum creativity means something emerges that has
nothing to do with what happened in the past,” Chopra ex-
plains. “You go from one reality to another. It's a movement
in consciousness.”

People often fear changes and transitions, and Chopra
believes those fears emerge from a person’s resistance and
denial of the realities of life.
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“It is the unknown in which we live and breathe. From
this moment to the next is all unknown,” Chopra says. “We
are not comfortable with the unknown, but that is denial.

“Change is always happening,” he says. “In fact, change
is the only non-changing factor of life. Transition is always
happening. You can’t run away from it.”

Transition is a core element of life, necessary to move
things forward. The absence of transition would amount to
disaster, Chopra says.

“If there were no transitions, we’d all be living fossils in
a mummified universe,” Chopra says. “We’d be doomed to
eternal senility.”

So the wisest choice and best option is to latch onto the
changes that the universe delivers to your door, Chopra says.

“Stay in the moment and embrace it,” Chopra recom-
mends. “Be comfortable with uncertainty and ambiguity.”

To find that comfort zone, one must first find a way to
detach themselves from the fear, worry, anxiety and sense
of free falling that often rides along in the sidecar of transi-
tion.

It’s quite normal to be focused on the self, but one must
let the universe unfold as it will because we are all just one
small part of a much grander mosaic, Chopra says.

“Attachment interferes with transitions instead of let-
ting the universe unfold,” Chopra says. “Since we are part
of the universe, we are part of evolution.”

Chopra learned about transition not only at a young

“As children one of our prayers was to ‘make today
more uncertain than yesterday,”” Chopra says. “That is an
original family contribution and I taught it to my children as
well.

“When you accept uncertainty, nothing goes wrong be-
cause you surrender to it,” Chopra says.

We live in a fast-paced, informational era of rapidly
evolving technology that continues to shrink the world, and
transitions are roaring into our lives at a much quicker rate
than in times past, Chopra says.

“You see in the world lots of chaos and global instabil-
ity,” Chopra says.

The best way to express transition can be through ac-
tive creativity, Chopra says.

It’s a theme Chopra embodies on his new Website, Alli-
ance for a New Humanity, at www.anhglobal.org. Chopra
wants to connect people dedicated to creating a just, peace-
ful and sustainable world that reflects the compassion and
unity of humanity.

“When you imagine a new future you can help manifest
it, whether it is in physical abundance or relationships or in
contributions to improve well being,” Chopra says. “This is
an opportunity for collective consciousness to harness cre-
ativity and collective intentions to solve problems rather than
use war.”

Sage advice, indeed. A little more steak sauce with that
wisdom, Mr.President?

ersonal transition doesn’t have to be limited

to major life circumstances. It can be a mo-

ment-to-moment choice to engage in the kind

of emotional energy that shifts the very qual-
ity of your life. Your predominant emotions are the source
of all that you attract, so it's important to take control of
this significant part of your life.

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nce a routine is established, it is fairly

effortless to continue it. Routines are

habitual patterns that maintain con-

stancy and resonance in your life. The

rising of the sun is a habitual pattern.
Making tea or coffee in the morning. Practicing yoga. Rou-
tines provide structure in your life. Hopefully, the routines
you are currently practicing are beneficial to your well-be-
ing.

When a cycle of life ends, it can be necessary to change
your routines. 1 will call it shifting gears. It's not a stop/
start thing, it’s just a different mix of fuel and oxygen, and
your internal gears revolve at a different speed (RPMs or
revolutions per minute).

When you shift gears, you enter new territory. If you
shift it up, you are taking on new responsibility, a new job, a
new relationship. If you are shifting down, you are resting,
rejuvenating, reexamining your goals.

The transition can be approached in two ways. You can
make a clean break of it, or you can gradually replace the
old with the new. Sometimes you have a choice which way
you want to approach it; sometimes you don't.

If it’s a clean break, you need to hold onto your core.
You can'’t leap over a chasm halfway. In yoga, they call it
hugging the midline - pulling the energy from the extremi-
ties towards center. This creates buoyancy physically and
develops incredible internal focus and mental strength. If
you are changing jobs, or moving to a different town, or
ending a relationship, you will need a strong connection to
your core — you will need to live, eat, breathe and sleep
what you believe in. Everyone has to draw a line in the
sand at some point in their lives and stand up for what they
know is true and right. If you are drawing your personal
line in the sand, hold onto that truth and feed it every day.
Put signs up on your refrigerator. Get a new bumper sticker.
Celebrate the courage it took to make a leap for the better.

If it’s a gradual shift, you are in the process of reexam-
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by wah!

ining everything. You are sorting through all the aspects of
your life, retaining the good stuff and letting go of the old.
You are giving away what no longer serves you, knowing it
is the perfect thing for someone else who is just starting
that phase of their life. You are making small changes in
your diet. You are not going on a crash diet; you are replac-
ing dead calories with food that is invigorating. You are
doing more of the things that make you feel good and less
of the things that drain your energy. You are examining
every aspect of what you do and think, deciding which hab-
its serve you and which ones don’t. Replacing is the name
of the game - replace chips with carrot sticks, replace the
angry phone call with a walk on the beach, replace bad
family Christmas gatherings with a yoga retreat. Don'’t shift
everything, just shift one thing. Only one thing. It might
not seem like much, but that one thing will shift other things.
You will start a small chain reaction of hope inside you.

Seasons are a natural example of transitional energy. If
you are lucky enough to live in an area of the country which
has seasonal changes, it can be healing to be out in nature
during the change. Seeing how nature prepares for and
executes the seasonal shifts can give you clues to your own
transitions.

I travel a lot, so | am forced to work with dramatic shifts
on a regular basis. Taking my cues from nature, [ do as
much preparation as | can beforehand - getting the lay of
the land, arranging transportation, lodging, etc. [then keep
my routines as consistent as possible — from sleep patterns
to exercise routines to work hours. | hug my personal core
energy by journaling, teaching and talking. I sing the song
“Leap of Faith” from my CD Unplugged.

When [ am home, [ work with gradual transitions. Con-
stantly reexamining how [ spend my time, who [ spend my
time with, and what things make me happy is an ongoing
meditation. [ think the key to successful transition is allow-
ing yourself full permission to be or do or have anything
you want, and then watching where it leads you. When you
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allow yourself to go wherever your heart takes you, you are
naturally drawn to activities and associations of strength and
self-empowerment. Then, your examination process is
simple: notice what makes you feel good and do more of it!
Yes, you will drop the rest, but it won't feel like a loss. It will
be like cleaning out your closets — if you haven’t worn it
(gotten a great feeling from doing it) in the last six months,
you don’t mind giving it away. And in letting go, you offer
the energy (clothing) to someone else who could really ben-
efit from it.

Transitions are a time of welcoming new ideas, new rou-
tines, creating and renewing friendships, reconnecting with
Self. Whether your transition is a leap or a reexamination,
you are to be congratulated. We are human; we are crea-
tures of habit. Habits are easy to fall into. Once estab-
lished, they rarely change. We easily continue behavior
patterns from childhood, celebrate holidays as our families
have always celebrated them, replace our last relationship
with a new one just like it... Many people keep their lives,
jobs, and personal attitudes constant and unchallenged. You
are being asked to evolve in this lifetime. If you are shifting
things up, it means you are growing. And however that looks,
it’s worth celebrating.

Planet Earth, a myriad of thoughts comes
to mind. | remember being a child around the age of six, and
going to bed one night in my bedroom in Brook Park, OH
only to wake up in a strange bedroom on a fifty-acre farm
in Huntsburg, OH. That, my dear reader, was the start of
numerous transitions in my life. Life on the farm was very
different than the suburbia of Brook Park, a suburb on the
West Side of Cleveland.

[ gathered the eggs from the chickens early in the
morning, before Mr. Fox got to them; I drank goat’s milk,
what a relief from Carnation Instant Non-Fat Dry Pow-
dered Milk, if you can call it that. | picked strawberries,
and green beans by the bushels for the next five years till
my next transition to the East Side, another suburb of
Cleveland, Willoughby.

The story goes on and on and on. | moved several
times in my life, making one transition after another. Life
is full of transitions; in fact that is the only constant you
can bet the bank on, change...transition. In the Louise Hay
groups that | teach there is a tremendous amount of tran-
sition going on, in fact we sing about it.

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stem, all the words come from the sound of OM. OM is
the whole universe.

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Dancing Through Life’s Transitions

By Roger Sams

y dictionary defines transition as a pro-
cess or period in which something un-
dergoes a change and passes from one
state, stage, form or activity to another.
Two decades ago, when | began teach-
ing music and dance to young children I quickly learned
that transitions were the most challenging part of their day.
It didn’t take me long to learn that if we sang and danced
our way through transitions they went much more smoothly.

Now in mid-life transition myself, [ find that movement,
more than any other spiritual practice, takes me to that
place of inner quiet where | am able to hear the voice of
wisdom. Gabrielle Roth, the popular ecstatic dance teacher
from NYC, is known for saying, “The fastest way to still the
mind is to move the body.” Meditative movement offers us
a resource for gaining awareness, for facing and moving
through fears, for releasing blockages in our bodies and in
our lives, and for moving gracefully through the change
process as we birth our next best version of ourselves.

My life path has given me the opportunity to experi-
ence the transformative power of music and movement in
many formats. As a school music and movement teacher
my own teaching practice led me into my own healing. When
| was presented with challenges that initially appeared be-
yond my capacity, it was my choice to sing and dance
through those crisis that supported me in finding the path-
way to freedom. In 1994, when facing health issues that
seemed insurmountable, [ sang and danced “Jubilate Deo,”
an ancient round by Michael Praetorius, around a campfire
in rural Montana for hours one night until | knew in my core
that I would chose to live, rather than die.

Gestalt practitioners speak of an experiment as safe
emerdency. Viewing experiment through this lens allows us
to experience that which frightens us and often stops us in
our tracks within a limited timeframe, supported by a struc-
ture that provides both sufficient safety and ample chal-
lenge. Ecstatic dance or movement meditation is one pow-
erful format for such an experiment. In a more overtly sa-
cred format we might call this ritual.

My first encounter with the potential of movement to
lead me into ecstatic states was during a teacher training
course in St. Paul, MN. In a room filled with music teachers,
my tall beefy frame was partnered with a thin woman half
my height in a mirroring exercises. =~ We were focused in-
tensely, each being a movement mirror of the other. The
instructor played music for what seemed like an endless
period of time. We passed through the concentration re-
quired to complete the task successfully into a period of
discomfort, when the intimacy was nearly too intense to
bear. We began by alternating leadership in our dance and
somewhere along the way we were leading each other and
ourselves without awareness of who the leader actually was.
And then the miracle happened.

We passed through our awkwardness with each other
into a connection that defied language. For one glimmer in
time our commitment and focus were honored with a merg-
ing that neither one of us expected. For a short moment we
both knew that we were one. | left that class knowing in my
core that something magical had happened when we moved
together with clear intention. [ knew it not because a teacher
had told me about it, but because a wise one had held space
for me to experience that truth through my own body. She
had structured a “safe emergency” within which I could ex-
perience the truth of oneness, if only for a moment in time.

Years later, when attending a retreat on a mountain top
in Northern California, [ would sneak into the temple during
breaks just to dance to a recently purchased CD that I
couldn’t get enough of. Soon another retreat participant
asked me if he could join me in my solitary dances. For
several days he and | would dab and glide around the room
in our solitary spaces to bluegrass music, each pretty much
ignoring the other. Alison Krauss and Union Station gave us
the soundtrack, primarily a broken heart mantra of he-done-
me-wrong songs. Bluegrass musicians do broken heart so
very well. I didn’t choose the music for any reason other
than I loved it and [ was captivated by it at the time. Near
the end of our week together my friend had a significant
breakthrough and let go of a love that he had been unable

Horse Sense and Lessons from the Herd

orses are one of nature’s most elegant and hon-
est teachers of living. For generations horses
have carried us farther and faster than we could
travel alone. Today, the wisdom of horses can guide us over

the challenging terrain of our lives, and through the com-
plex experiences of our transitions.

Transition is our somewhat known present experience
as we change, adapt, balance and evolve making our way
through and to our less known future. Passages from one
state to another, exchanges of energy, movement from one
place to a different place, ongoing predictable and unpre-
dictable change, evolution of form...these are all expres-
sions of TRANSITION.

Nature is a generous, honest and graceful teacher of
life’s changes. Nature in her transitions reminds us of the
impermanence of life, the preciousness of living, the re-
quirement to adapt and the need for interconnectedness.
The birds singing and the sun washing the sky with light
wake us to morning announcing the passage from night to
day. In the death of the flower the seeds of the next genera-
tion are born. Horse hoof-beats drum the earth as they run
in the simply joy of transition in motion.

When we are in our natural flow transitions are experi-
enced as graceful, effortless and harmonious. And yet the
very word transition can bring us trembling to our knees in
anxiety, fear and dread. Some transitions go smoothly while
others are incredibly challenging.

“It is the twilight zone between past and future that is
the precarious world of transformation within the chrysa-
lis. Part of us is looking back, yearning for the magic we
have lost; part is glad to say goodbye to our chaotic past;
part looks ahead with whatever courage we can muster;
part is excited by the changing potential; part sits stone-
still not daring to look either way.”  —Marion Woodman

How can we gracefully move through and consciously
learn from the challenge and complexity of everyday tran-
sitions in our relationships, our work, in love, in facing death,
in spiritual crisis and throughout all the daily interruptions
of our natural process of living? How can we let go of the
old ways of being and doing things and begin anew?
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In times of difficulty I turn to my horses that live with
me on my farm and who are my partners in my work. |
decided to turn to their wise and practical horse sense to
discover what I could learn straight from the horses heart
about surviving and thriving in transitions. | wandered out
to the pasture where the herd of five horses were warming
themselves in the morning sun. | approached the horses
and each one offered with a soft breath and gentle nudge a
lesson about transition and about life.

Lesson One from “Be”
Live Grounded in the Present

Horses live in the present moment as an embodied pres-
ence connected to the Earth. As prey animals they have a
fine-tuned survival response to use their physical senses in
order to be aware of what is actually happening in the mo-
ment. They do not get distracted or stuck in what has hap-
pened in the past nor what they imagine or fear might hap-
pen in the future. Living more in the present moment, in
touch with our senses and inner nature, with Earth and the
natural world, we can make better life choices as we move
through change.

Be is an elegant black Clydesdale mare. She is a gentle
giant who echoes the Earth’s heartbeat with the drum of
her hoof-beats. She teaches us to hold our sacred ground
and Be who we are.

Lesson Two from “ThunderHeart”
Practice Silent, Listen and Speak With an Open Heart

Horses are most often silent as their language is move-
ment and motion that emerges quietly and intuitively from
within. As humans we are often surrounded by the desensi-
tizing sounds of our highly technological culture, noisy ad-
vice from the outside and busy chatter from the inside. Lis-
tening with an open heart is a physical act of slowing down,
deeply listening with courage and surrendering to the out-
come. As we enter into silence listening deeply and
empathetically from within, we can begin to hear our heart’s
wisdom and move creatively through transition.

Lesson Three from Rojo:
Be Authentic and Act Congruent

Horses register incongruence and notice when things
in the environment are about to change or are out of place,
like a storm rolling in or a wolf creeping across their field.
This survival skill keeps them safe. When we are incongru-
ent and not authentic through seduction or dishonesty horses
become uneasy and will walk away from us much like people
move away from us or our dreams disappear. When we re-
move our mask of incongruity — when we are who we say
we are and do what we say we will do, when our actions
reflect and are in alignment with our values - the horses
move toward us as will people or our dreams. In being our
natural self, authentic in our relationships and aligned with
our values and life purpose we can be successful in our life
transitions.

Rojo, the elder of the herd, is a deeply wise chestnut
mare. She demands respect in her quiet but determined
way. She is a good teacher of being tenaciously authentic
and going after exactly what you want.

Lesson Four from Spirit
Live in a Herd Consciousness
Horses live in sacred relationship with each other and
the natural world. They live dynamically in families of com-
plex relationships. They engage as leaders and teams in-

THE JOURNEY
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LIFE TRANSITIONS:

AN OPPORTUNITY FOR GROWTH
AND SELF-RENEWAL

Americans seem to be in constant transition. From
the moment we step out of bed in the morning to
the moment we return to bed at night, we go from

one activity to another, one engagement to another, one
meeting to the next schedule, each without much thought
or reflection for how we move through the activities. In ev-
ery transition, whether on a small or large scale, there is an
ending, followed by a period of confusion and disorienta-
tion, which then leads to a new beginning. The most visible
examples of transitions are found in nature: the change of
seasons, the new growth of flowers at springtime, the green-
ing of leaves and maturing of the fruit in the summer, the
browning of leaves in the fall. Events such as marriage,
graduation, childbirth, promotion, sudden success, a move
to a dream house, a divorce, loss of work, a pet or a loved
one are all major life transitions.

Recently a new young mother came to see me for coun-
seling; she had just lost her job and told me that her hus-
band no longer loved her. She had her infant child with her.
She was experiencing multiple major life endings and be-
ginnings. This threw her into disorientation, turmoil, confu-
sion, upset and distress with big questions about her iden-
tity. She didn’t know the direction to take in her life or how
to deal with feelings of being lost.

According to author William Bridges, (Transitions) life
transitions demonstrate three distinct phases: the first in-
volves endings — saying good-bye to situations, people or
things. The second is a time of confusion, disorientation
and emptiness. It is the fallow time in nature, winter, and a
necessary phase for germination, reorientation, renewal and
the growth that leads to new beginnings, which is the third
phase of transition. Most people skip phases without fully

o
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experiencing each one of them. They deny endings. They
don’t want to talk about them. They say, “That’s it; it's over.
It’s done with. [ am on to my new life; | don’t want to dwell
on the past.” Endings are difficult for most people. Letting
go of old, familiar attachments is not easy. We identify our-
selves with our old relationships, our old way of being and
the people in our lives. Some people stay in relationships
long past the appropriate time. Some people create end-
ings prematurely. It is important to say your goodbyes, to
grieve the loss and honor all the feelings that come with it.
Indigenous cultures view endings as a symbolic death that
offers an opportunity for rebirth and growth. It is no wonder
that tribal cultures have established rites of passage and
ceremonies that help people move from one life phase to
the next. They hold rituals to help people clear their minds
of old attachments, old feelings and old memories. Only
this clear openness can allow new growth and regeneration
(Bridges, Transitions).

Short of sending my clients on a vision quest to the
wilderness, there are a variety of methods that are support-
ive and may simulate similar rituals. | suggest sitting in
silence and reflection for a certain amount of time each day
journaling on whatever feelings of grief and loss may be
coming up. This helps make them manageable. Some-
times | suggest writing letters to lovers, departed parents,
ex-husbands or former employers to express their feelings
and say their goodbyes. (These letters are typically not
sent.) This helps develop peoples’ own ending ceremonies
much like that of a funeral. It symbolically puts an end to
what has been and releases the emotional and energetic
attachments. Sometimes we will do a crystal clearing cer-
emony, placing crystals on the four directions as well as the
chakras while invoking Spirit to clear the attachments from
the old life and release the old energies.

Many report feeling refreshed and renewed by the
prayers and the new energies that Spirit brings. Indigenous
people used rituals of transition to solicit spirit guides of
one sort or another or to raise their consciousness through
chanting, meditation, fasting, sweat lodges and substance
altering drugs as a way to elicit and receive messages and
direction from the Spirit world. With the new age move-
ment some of these methods are now once again available
to us. | encourage and support people to engage in spiri-
tual practices that resonate with them, to create self-made
retreats into the wilderness or the park. [ instruct them on
how to commune with nature, to not struggle or try to es-
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cape the emptiness, as this is essential to transformation
and rebirth. This is a time of rich insights and can only
happen by looking beyond the familiar surface of things. It
requires seeing deeper. Reflect on what dreams are left
unlived. What talents, what convictions, what ideas, what
qualities are left unrealized? This is an opportunity to do
something different with your life, something that expresses
you in a new way. Take this time to express this new chap-
ter in your life. So when do we start anew? We can start
when the endings and the fallow are finished and changed
by the destruction of the old Life-phase and the journey
through the nothingness. What do we start with? Typically it
comes in the form of an “idea,” an “impression” or an “im-
age.” It could be imagining a scene or activity and becom-
ing drawn to it. Or it could come in the form of a dream,
which is how tribal people watch for signs of guidance. Much
as we want external signs to point the way, it is the inner
signs that come after the ending phase and the fallow phase.
